The biggest challenge for American drivers and others accustomed to driving on the right is likely to
be driving on the left side of the road. Aggressive local drivers may also cause some stress — stay
alert and drive defensively. For example, if you see a car from the opposite direction overtaking
another vehicle, you are expected to go into the shoulder lane to allow them to pass. The driver will
flash a quick “thank you” with his or her high beams. On highways, be wary of pedestrians walking on
the road, and in rural areas watch for animals.

e Fire and third party liability insurance is mandatory and is included in all rentals. Third party liability
insurance covers up to US$570,000 in South Africa in case of damage or injury to people or
property outside of the rental car.

¢ In all but the most remote areas, gas stations are easy to find, are open 24/7 and accept credit
cards. Station attendants will pump the gas for you, and a small tip is appreciated.

e Car break-ins in urban areas are a frequent problem; keep valuables out of sight at all times. You'll
often see “car guards” in parking lots; again, a small gratuity when you leave is welcomed.
